GRAND RAPIDS, Mich. - Madonna University senior guard Jon Battle and Davenport University freshman guard
Kristi Boehm have been named the Wolverine-Hoosier Athletic Conference (WHAC) men’s and women's basketball
Players of the Week respectively for January 14, 2008.

Battle was a key part in MU’s 2-0 weekly mark, including a 74-52 win over #13 ranked Aquinas College. In that
game, Battle scored 20 points with nine rebounds and five assists including the first nine points of the game for MU.
He followed up with a double-double of 26 points, 12 rebounds, three assists and three steals in a 96-81 road win
over Michigan-Dearborn. For the week, Battle averaged a double-double of 23 points and 10.5 rebounds to go with
four assists and two steals per game while shooting 70-percent from the floor and 75-percent from three-point
territory.

Boehm is the women'’s basketball Player of the Week after helping the Panthers to a pair of conference wins. The
Kent City, Michigan native posted 18 points, six rebounds and seven assists in a 76-67 win at Siena Heights. She
followed up with 13 points, four rebounds and three assists in a 94-59 win at Indiana Tech. For the week, Boehm
averaged 15.5 points, five rebounds and five assists, helping the #10 ranked Panthers to a 2-0 mark.
